· WALT: Today we are learning how push and pull forces make toys move
· WILF: Is for you to be able to describe how we push and pull forces can be applied to specific toys
· TIB: It is important we have an understanding of how push and pull forces makes toys move to be able to create and develop our own toy.

	Students will be able to understand the concept of push and pull forces.
	· Place “How does a spinning top work?” on the IWB
· Class discussion about types of spinning toys – record ideas on board

· Introduce Aboriginal Mamma dur )Spinning Top – Discuss history, use and relation to push and pull forces

· Place stimulus picture on IWB

· Class discussion – What is happening in this picture? – record ideas on board

· Split students into differentiated groups and choose classroom activity resource to complete (option to do as whole class)
